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St. Simon Parish 3rd Quarter Financial Results as of 3-31-2017

Dear Parishioners, May 13, 2017

For the nine months ended March 31, 2017, total income for the Church was $1,617,000 compared to a budgeted total
income of $1,413,000. The higher income reflects a one-time bequest of $256,000 received in the first quarter of the
year and third quarter gross proceeds from the auction of $216,000. Sunday Collections in the third quarter made up
some of the deficit from the first six months of the year but are still 4% below the year-to-date budget amount.
Expenses continue to be lower than budgeted primarily related to employee costs being lower than anticipated. The
year-to-date surplus of $455,000 is primarily driven by these lower employee costs, lower facility costs and the one
time bequest. One time bequests ideally should not be used to cover typical operating expenses and we continue to
need your support through Church envelope or online giving for Sunday Collections.

For the nine months ended March 31, 2017, the school finished with a surplus of $337,000 versus a budgeted amount
of $302,000. Tuition income for the first nine months continues to be slightly under budget due to more families
qualifying for in-parish tuition than originally planned. Income for the third quarter was in line with that budgeted with
higher sports fees offsetting the in-parish tuition mix. Expenses for the third quarter and year-to-date were 92% and
97% of budget, respectively, with salaries and benefits costs lower than planned as teacher and other learning support
costs are less than planned and we have fewer employees taking benefits than budgeted.

The Teacher Endowment Fund (TEF) recorded year-to-date income of $146,000 primarily from unrealized gains on its
investment and earned interest of $140,000. TEF year-to-date expenses for teacher funding and other expenses were
$44,000. As of March 31, 2017, the restricted assets of the TEF were $1.5 million.

We believe in transparency in the financial operations of St. Simon Church and School. Complete financial statements

are available for your review in the parish office. If you have any questions regarding our financial position, please
contact any of the Parish Finance Council members.
